DELTA EPSILON CHI ... Taken from Romans 16:10 symbolizing Tested and Approved in Christ

PURPOSE ...

To encourage and honor graduates among the accredited institutions of the Association for Biblical Higher
Education across North America:

» Intellectual Achievement « Christian Character « Leadership Ability

NOMINATIONS ...

« Nomination must be made by the faculty at the beginning of the final semester before
graduation and may include both scholastic and honorary members.

« Not more than 7% of the graduating class of any given year may be nominated.

« Each college is allowed to nominate at least one qualified graduate for membership in each category.

SCHOLASTIC MEMBERSHIP ...

» Nominees must exhibit Christian character and leadership ability.
- Nominees must have achieved a cumulative grade-point average of at least 3.3 on a 4-point scale
or its equivalent.

HONORARY MEMBERSHIP ...

« Nominees must have exhibited outstanding intellectual achievement, Christian character,
and leadership ability.

+ Nominees must have graduated at least ten years prior to nomination.

« Nominees must not exceed number of scholastic nominees

+ No more than three can be nominated in any given year
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
